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Planning a Service Project 101

Are you ready to start planning a GYSD
project and have no idea where to start?

Don't worry. Planning a service project doesn't
have to be painful! Start by forminga GYSD plan-
ning committee. To identify service needs, simply
think about the strengths and weaknesses of your
local and global community. Here are some ways to
get started:

e Interview local officials about challenges
facing the community and brainstorm how
students might address these needs.

e Look through your local newspaper for
compelling stories or needs.

o Walk through your neighborhood and ob-
serve the strengths and weaknesses of your
community first-hand.

e Visit with other students working on a ser-
vice-learning project to generate ideas.

e Research area community organizations
that you could volunteer at or help support
through fundraising.

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Looking Back: PTPI and GYSD

From 2006 to 2009, PTPI student mem-
bers more than tripled their participa-
tion in GYSD. In 2009, 70 projects planned
by People to People International student
members in 22 countries mobilized 3,400
volunteers in celebration of the 10th annual
Global Youth Service Day. Around the
world, these student members were joined
by millions of young individuals who came
together to support their communities.
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PTPI is proud of its student members for making GY$SD successful year after year.
With your help, we know that PTPI members will have an even greater impact across the

globe during GYSD each year.

From beach cleanups to food drives,
PTPI student members have creatively
impacted their communities through
their GYSD initiatives. Look at just a
few of the great projects that PTPI stu-
dent members sponsored in the past:

e PTPI's Ankara, Turkey (Kids of Gordion)
Student Chapter participated in a project to
benefit the community. The chapter initiated a
clean-up project in areas surrounding the chap-
ter's school, including a local park, shopping
center and the main road. In the future, the
chapter plans to continue to demonstrate its
commitment to service by cleaning the school
garden once a month and cleaning the park and
other areas once every six months.

e A PTPI student member in San German,
Puerto Rico planned the "Dia de las Mascotas -
Day of Pets” event at the San Jose College. All
members of the community were encouraged
to come, as there were appearances made by
veterinarians, local pet stores and educational
presentations provided by veterinarians and the

Saint Francis of Asis's Sanctuary (SAFA), an or-
ganization that shelters homeless cats and
dogs. Additionally, there were fashion shows,
beauty contests, raffles and chances to adopt
animals.

PTPI’s Brooklyn, New York (LMGHS) Stu-
dent Chapter sponsored a bake sale raising
$557 for the Save Darfur organization. Addi-
tionally, the chapter hung posters and spon-
sored awareness activities informing others
about the current situation in Darfur. The chap-
ter continued its focus on Africa by participating
in an AIDS walk in New York City in May in or-
der to promote AIDS treatment and awareness.

PTPI's Yongin, South Korea (HAFS$) Student
Chapter organized a project to benefit the
global community. The chapter sponsored a
fundraiser and sold cookies to benefit the Op-
eration International Children organization.
The chapter successfully sold all of the cookies
it had prepared for the fundraiser and looks for-
ward to supporting Operation Iraqi Children
again during future service projects.

Grants for PTPI Student Chapters

Two types of grants are offered for PTPI Stu-
dent Chapters, a $250 USD Chapter Grant and
a Chapter Matching Funds Grant of up to
$1,000 USD. Applications for grants are ac-
cepted on a quarterly basis, but you need to
apply by March 15 to receive a grant for GYSD.
To apply, simply visit the download section of
the PTPlI Web site at www.ptpi.org and
download the application.
